      Na pletení copů je dobré například to, že se do něj můžete pustit jen tak. Vlasy není třeba předem nijak zvlášť upravovat, ale usnadníte si práci, když je vždy předem důkladně pročešete. Vyčešete tak případné zauzlované vlasy, které by vám při zaplétání mohly vadit.

      Zaplétat můžete čerstvě umyté, nebo i pár dní nemyté vlasy. Je lepší, když při vytváření účesů nemáte čerstvě umytou hlavu, protože účes pak lépe drží a vlasy jsou poddajnější.

        Běžné gumičky do vlasů. Používají se na ohony a k ukončení copů. Gumiček existuje hodně druhů, ale zkuste najít nějaké v barvě svých vlasů.

        Malé průhledné gumičky. Přestože cop lze ukončit běžnou gumičkou do vlasů, my vždy používáme malé průhledné gumičky. Cop je pak velmi elegantně ukončený a vzniká dojem, že sám drží. Průhledné gumičky se dají koupit ve specializovaných obchodech nebo supermarketech.

        Sponky do vlasů (vlásenky, pírka). Používají se k přichycení vlasů při úpravě účesů. Opět vám doporučujeme koupit si takové sponky, které pokud možno odpovídají barvě vašich vlasů – půjdou tak snadněji skrýt.

        Hřeben. Používá se k vytváření pěšinek, rozdělení vlasů a na tupírování. Kupte si hřeben s tenkou kovovou rukojetí, protože s jeho pomocí vytvoříte přesnější pěšinku. Můžete jej koupit například v supermarketu nebo drogerii.
