        Popisy práce, fotopostupy i recepty vám poslouží k tomu, abyste vše dobře zvládli. Všechny suroviny i nástroje vhodné a potřebné k pečení nebo dekoraci, které jsem v knížce použila, je možné zakoupit v obchodech s cukrářskými potřebami.

        Kniha je sestavena tak, abyste se nejdříve seznámili s důležitými prvky, které budou součástí každého sladkého kousku. Základem jsou klasické recepty na sušenky a cukroví, které jsou použity k výrobě všech sladkých dárků uvedených v této knížce. Pro dekorování vám poslouží královská poleva, která se za použití různých technik promění v nádherné ozdoby. Dalším důležitým prvkem při zdobení je potahovací a modelovací hmota, jejíž název už napovídá k jakému účelu se hodí. Aby vytvořená krása lákala oči, budou vaším nezbytným pomocníkem i potravinářské barvy.

        Pro pečení sušenek potřebujeme vykrajovátka různých tvarů, podle příležitosti k jaké má cukroví sloužit. Stane se však, že tvar vykrajovátka, který zrovna potřebujeme, doma nemáme. Někdy stačí zapojit fantazii a žádaný tvar si můžeme vytvořit kombinací vykrajovátek, která máme po ruce. Například ze tvaru vejce a srdíčka vytvoříme balónek, ze čtverce a vějířku vznikne dárková krabička s mašlí apod.
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        Také můžeme určitý tvar vykrojeného pečiva ozdobit jiným způsobem než k jakému byl určen. Z kometky vytvoříme kytici, z vykrojeného zvonečku s mašlí vzniknou po odkrojení spodního obloučku hezké šatičky apod. Fantazii se meze nekladou.
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        Těsta pro pečení sušenek, která budeme dekorovat, by měla být bez kypřicích přísad, aby si pečivo co nejvíc udrželo vykrojený tvar. Také je vhodné těsto dobře vychladit a nechat pár hodin nebo nejlépe do druhého dne odpočinout. Tvary, které se trochu roztečou, můžeme opracovat struhadlem na pomerančovou kůru. Síla vyváleného těsta musí být rovnoměrná. Je možné použít tzv. vodící lišty, které při vyvalování těsta umístíme po jeho stranách.
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        Upečené tvary většinou slepujeme marmeládou nebo krémem. Pokud je vhodné plnit některé pečivo nebo perníčky švestkovým povidlem, je to v receptu uvedeno. Protože je horní část cukroví vždy dekorována, zdobíme ji ještě před slepením.

Dobře vychlazené těsto rozválíme na sílu půl centimetru, vykrojíme tvar, který přidržíme lehce dlaní levé ruky a pravou rukou vsuneme do pečiva špejli. Špejle by měla dosahovat do poloviny tvaru.
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        Poté pečivo se špejlí přeneseme na plech pokrytý pečicím papírem a upečeme při teplotě 170°C. Necháme vychladnout a můžeme zdobit.
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        Jiný druh sušenek na špejli vytvoříme vykrojením základního tvaru sušenky, kterou upečeme. Potom vykrojíme z těsta malou sušenku, do které uděláme špejlí uprostřed otvor a také ji upečeme.
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        Větší a menší sušenku slepíme královskou polevou spodními stranami k sobě.
