Anne Boleyn – The Beheaded Queen

 

Once, many hundreds of years ago, there was an English queen by the name of Anne. Standing on a set of wooden stairs awaiting the moment when her head would be cut off, she took the little time she had left to think about the life she was about to lose and how it all had started.
