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    Zuzana Pospíšilová je oblíbená autorka věnující se téměř výhradně původní tvorbě pro děti. S jejími texty se dětští čtenáři mohou setkávat již od roku 2004, kdy jí vyšly první pohádkové příběhy v časopise Sluníčko. Od roku 2005 začala publikovat knižně a dodnes je jednou z nejaktivnějších autorek píšících pro děti. Jen v nakladatelství Grada vydala téměř sedm desítek titulů, z nichž nejúspěšnější jsou série Kouzelná třída, Kouzelná třída, příběh pokračuje a Kouzelná třída – další kouzlení a edice dětských detektivek DeTeKTiVoVé. V její tvorbě mají převahu pohádky, ale věnuje se také poezii a výukovým textům. Původní profesí je Zuzana Pospíšilová dětská psycholožka. Snad odtud a také z role maminky dvou dcer pramení porozumění dětské fantazii a humoru, které se v jejím bohatém díle odráží.
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    Zuzana Osako je výtvarnice, kterou fascinuje móda, folklór a život­ní příběhy. V módním světě se objevila nejdříve jako modelka, později se věnovala oděvnímu designu a dnes je velmi úspěšnou a vyhledávanou ilustrátorkou. Její tvorba je významně ovlivněna Japonskem, kde pět let žila, studovala malbu japonskou tuší a vedla výtvarnou školičku Shanti pro rodiče a děti. Zuzana Osako miluje své rodné Slovácko, jehož tradice, folklór a krása jsou dalším inspiračním zdrojem jejího díla. Zuzanino umění zachytit atmosféru, náladu a skrytý příběh nachází v poslední době uplatnění také v knižní ilustraci pro děti, jíž se trojnásobná maminka a vášnivá čtenářka s láskou věnuje.

Kdyby měla psa, třeba by jí poradil. Něco by zaštěkal a ona by hádala, co měl na mysli. Pejska ale mít nemohla. S pejskem se totiž musí chodit ven na procházku. Každý den, bez ohledu na počasí. Babička měla ovšem bolavé klouby. Někdy ji nohy bolely tak moc, že měla co dělat, aby vůbec vstala z postele.
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      Po chvilce přemýšlení se babička Ludmilka zvedla z křesla a zamířila k oknu. Doufala, že uvidí něco zajímavého a pak ji třeba něco napadne.     c) Convey individual copies of the object code with a copy of the
    written offer to provide the Corresponding Source.  This
    alternative is allowed only occasionally and noncommercially, and
    only if you received the object code with such an offer, in accord
    with subsection 6b.

    d) Convey the object code by offering access from a designated
    place (gratis or for a charge), and offer equivalent access to the
    Corresponding Source in the same way through the same place at no
    further charge.
