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      Jak přišel Palmác o ulitu

      „To je ale vedro!“ posteskl si Palmác. „Copak se to slunko zbláznilo?“ řekl rozmrzele a setřel si přitom pot z čela.

      Palmác byl hlemýžď zahradní, a ti musejí své domečky vláčet stále s sebou, ať je zima nebo horko.

      Dneska byl však mimořádně horký den. Oblázky na cestě byly rozžhavené doběla, kytičky věšely hlavičky a zpívaly povadlé písničky a žížaly pro jistotu ani ze země nevylézaly. V podzemí měly příjemný chládek, který jim Palmác sice záviděl, ale pod zem se zahrabat nemohl.

      Když byl slimák dost daleko, namířil si to Palmác ke břehu jezírka. Čím více se přibližoval, tím víc ho lákal chládek vanoucí z vodní hladiny, a tak pospíchal.

We, the Free Software Foundation, use the
GNU General Public License for most of our software; it applies also to
any other work released this way by its authors.  You can apply it to
your programs, too.

  When we speak of free software, we are referring to freedom, not
price.  Our General Public Licenses are designed to make sure that you
have the freedom to distribute copies of free software (and charge for
them if you wish), that you receive source code or can get it if you
want it, that you can change the software or use pieces of it in new
free programs, and that you know you can do these things.

  To protect your rights, we need to prevent others from denying you
these rights or asking you to surrender the rights.  Therefore, you have
certain responsibilities if you distribute copies of the software, or if
you modify it: responsibilities to respect the freedom of others.

                       TERMS AND CONDITIONS

  0. Definitions.

  "This License" refers to version 3 of the GNU General Public License.

  "Copyright" also means copyright-like laws that apply to other kinds of
works, such as semiconductor masks.

  "The Program" refers to any copyrightable work licensed under this
License.  Each licensee is addressed as "you".  "Licensees" and

  16. Limitation of Liability.

  IN NO EVENT UNLESS REQUIRED BY APPLICABLE LAW OR AGREED TO IN WRITING
WILL ANY COPYRIGHT HOLDER, OR ANY OTHER PARTY WHO MODIFIES AND/OR CONVEYS
